Parking Permits may be used only in stated ‘long stay’ car parks in the South Hams area. Parking Permits 1.	
may not be used in any other car park.

Purchase of a Parking Permit 2.	 DOES NOT GUARANTEE THE RIGHT TO A SPACE in any particular car park.

Parking Permits are not transferable and are invalid if vehicle is not taxed.3.	

When purchasing Parking Permits for business use there will be a limit of five permits per business.  4.	
Parking Permits can be issued in the business name.

When purchasing for individual use Parking Permits will only be issued in a vehicle registration.  5.	
Two nominated registrations can be displayed per Parking Permit.

The Parking Permit must be displayed immediately upon receipt and must remain clearly visible in the 6.	
windscreen at all times when the vehicle is parked in a Council car park. Failure to display a valid ticket will 
render the motorist liable to incur a penalty charge.

Please note that refunds are no longer available on Parking Permits.7.	

Parking Permits will not be issued unless the payment is accompanied by the attached form, duly completed 8.	
and signed.

Photocopied Parking Permits are not permitted under any circumstances.9.	

Should a replacement permit be required there is an administration charge of £10.00 applicable.  10.	
PLEASE NOTE THAT A REPLACEMENT PERMIT IS ONLY AVAILABLE IN A SPECIFIC REGISTRATION 
AND NOT IN A NAME. ONLY ONE REPLACEMENT PERMIT ALLOWED. FURTHER REPLACEMENTS 
CHARGEABLE AT FULL PRICE OF PARKING PERMIT.
