Devon and Dartmoor Community Safety Partnership. I am the Head of  
Environmental Health and Housing for West Devon Borough Council 
and South Hams District Council and have been sitting on the             
partnership for several years now. 
I would first like to express thanks to our outgoing Chair, Councillor 
Mandy Ewings of West Devon Borough Council who has carried out this role very successfully for 
the last three years. Mandy will still sit on the Partnership and continue to contribute with her           
extensive knowledge and local connections. 
The Partnership is entering a challenging period with all partners facing significant budget       
pressures over the coming years as part of the Governmentôs austerity package.  The Partnership 
has been successful in the last year by helping to keep crime and disorder levels low, and where 
problems do arise, to ensure that all our partners work together to resolve it. South Devon and 
Dartmoor remains one of the safest places to live in the UK and by working in partnership with our 
local communities we intend to keep it that way. 
Further challenges will occur with the arrival of locally-elected Police and Crime Commissioners 
(PCC) in 2013 which will usher in a new era of Community Safety with the PCC having extensive 
control over local budgets and local community safety priorities. We will be working closely with 
them to ensure that our local issues and concerns are  addressed.

Our 2011/12 local priorities are:- 
Anti-social behaviour, which includes public 
disorder/nuisance, vandalism and anti-social 
driving.  
Alcohol misuse - particularly alcohol related 
crime/anti-social behaviour. 

We also work with partnerships across Devon to 
tackle issues such as drugs misuse, youth crime, 
prejudice related crime and domestic violence.  

Message from your Police Commander  
 
This autumn has been a busier period for your local policing teams than previous years.         
However, we move on and are now delivering our policing operations for Christmas and the New 
Year. 
 

Tackling local concerns remain the focus of our Neighbourhood Policing Teams. We have       
recently welcomed new PCSOôs onto our team, who are supported by dedicated teams of officers 

who tackle anti-social behaviour and alcohol related offences. Very recently, Neighbourhood Teams and Special 
Constabulary have delivered very robust youth related anti-social behaviour operations in Ivybridge which has    
resulted in a number of arrests and Penalty Notices for disorder being issued. Names and address for all          
offenders are then passed to the Anti-Social Behaviour Officer at the council for follow up intervention. Following 
this intervention, very few continue to offend, but for those few we seek to manage their behaviour by Anti-Social 
Behaviour Orders. 
 

If you are not aware of your local policing team, then you can find and contact them on our police website 
www.devon-cornwall.police.uk at the same time you can follow our teams in Teignmouth, Dawlish and Totnes who 
are on Facebook. 
 

Last year we saw significant levels of crime reduction. Unfortunately, this level of reduction has not been          
sustained and we have seen a number of burglaries to homes and rural outbuildings. 
We have charged a number of suspects to court, but at this time of year criminals like 
to take advantage of opportunity. We need to make it more difficult for them, and you 
can achieve this in a number of ways: 

Park your car in well lit area and remove valuables 

Secure your home (lighting, locks and alarms) 

Drink sensibly ï not excessively 

Look after your wallet / bag / phone when you are out.

Priority 1 - Reducing Anti -Social Behaviour

ASBO against a  
persistently abusive 

Teignmouth man  
In recent months the seafront at Teignmouth has 
seen a number of adults gathering in the shelters, 
drinking alcohol in designated areas, urinating in 

shelters, fighting between themselves and being abusive to       
members of the public, police and Teignbridge District Council    
Resort staff.  
 

Robert Williams aged 46 was one of the group, he was warned 
about his conduct and was discussed with partner agencies. On   
4th September 2011 he was arrested and charged with being drunk 
and disorderly on the sea front.  On 19th October a successful     
application was made to the Magistrates for an Anti Social           
Behaviour Order to be made against him, which he did not contest. 
The order which lasts for 3 years bans him from visiting           
Teignmouth Seafront, acting in an anti social manner,  
using abusive  language and possession of alcohol in a  
public place.     

ASBO for  
Ivybridge 

man 
Daniel Morrison from St 
Johns Road, Ivybridge has 

for a number of years been involved in ASB 
within Ivybridge.  Over the years various  
engagements have been tried to change his 
behaviour, without success.  Ultimately on 
the 22nd November 2011 at South Devon 
Magistrates Court aged 20 he accepted an 
Anti Social Behaviour Order following a con-
viction for a public order offence.  The order 
which is for 2 years bans him from Ivybridge 
Town Centre between 6pm & 6am Mon to 
Thurs and 3pm to 6am Fri to Sun.  This is an 
area of high incidents of ASB caused by 
groups of teenagers and young men.  He is 
also banned from an area around Ivybridge 
Community College another ASB hot spot.  
This order shows the community of          
Ivybridge that the Police and local Council 
are working together to tackle ASB.  It also 
shows those causing ASB that robust action 
will be taken. 

Change in young girlôs behaviour 
óDô a young female from a West Devon village first came to notice in September 2010 when she started bullying a 
young lad.  This was found to be one of a number of  incidents and in November 2010 she was arrested for an      
assault.  She was also becoming more involved in wider ASB within the village.  Between March and May 2011 she 
was written and spoken to about her behaviour. The ASB officer met with óDô and her mother and persuaded her to 
take part in the West Devon Youth Inclusion and Support Programme which is run by North Devon Youth Offending 
Team. Since then there has been a remarkable turnaround in her behaviour, she is no longer involved in ASB.  This 
young lady is an excellent example of early intervention changing behaviour and changing lives. 

Positive approach to anti social behaviour  
In the last 12 months over 626 individuals have been referred to the ASB Officers across South Hams, Teignbridge 
and West Devon. These have varied from persistent disorder, abusive behaviour, neighbour disputes to graffiti. The 
majority of complaints have been resolved by writing to and on occasions delivering letters to the perpetrator. This 
has shown a success rate of over 96%, where the individual has not come to further notice and the victim is satisfied 
with the outcome.  
 

A multi-agency group including the Council, Police, Youth Offending Team, Youth Service, Fire Service and many of 
the local Social Landlords communicate on an almost daily basis and meet every month to discuss those cases 
where more robust action is needed to attempt to change their behaviour. This problem solving approach has      
resulted in almost all individuals modifying their behaviour and is highlighted by a reduction in reported complaints  
of ASB.

Excess alcohol and family life do not mix, in fact they are a    
cocktail for serious domestic violence and death, two women die 
every week in the UK at the hands of their partners. 
 

The Community Safety Partnership is trying to find ways of     
encouraging men in particular, to understand the risk involved to 
themselves and their partners if they drink to excess. The     
Partnership is also keen to provide information to sufferers or 
perpetrators of domestic violence, females and males, of support 
groups who can offer help. Various initiatives have been tried 
throughout the UK, as with smoking, through the use of posters 
and information stickers in toilets, as well as beer mats on the 
bar. As agencies or members of the community we need your 
help to pass on this information, therefore, we would be keen to 
hear from you if you think you can assist in this.  We would also 
be keen to receive any comments, positive or negative, which 
will help us do what we can to reduce domestic violence which is 
having such an  impact on families, including children.

Drink Banning  
Orders  
 
DBOs can be issued on conviction by the South 
Devon Magistrates Court area to any person  
who is convicted of a criminal offence where:-  
 
(a) the offender is aged 16 or over, and  
(b)  the offender was under the influence of       
 alcohol when committing the offence, and 
(c)  a DBO is necessary to protect other persons 
 from further conduct of that kind while the       
 individual is under the influence of alcohol. 
 
Drinking Banning Orders are modelled on Anti-Social 
Behaviour Orders. It is an order that prohibits the      
individual against whom it is made from doing things 
described in the order. If a DBO is imposed, the court 
must include such prohibitions as it considers       
necessary for the purpose of protecting persons or 
their property. 
 
Since April 2011 12 orders have been issued on      
conviction in the West Devon, South Hams and            
Teignbridge Council areas. The Police are able to 
issue photographs of any individual issued with a 
DBO to  Licensees who sign up to the Online        
Disclosure scheme, if you are not currently a member 
of this scheme please contact the Licensing team on

Helping to keep you safe

Donôt come home in a haze  
and start a blaze  

 
People often ask me and my colleagues whatôs the biggest cause of 
fire in peopleôs homes; smoking, matches, candles, electrical faults? 
These all play a part but itôs none of those, in Devon and Somerset, 
54% of fires in homes are caused by cooking and a staggering 90% 
of those are a result of simple carelessness in other words, they are  
entirely preventable! 
Whether itôs because we have all become aspiring Nigellas and   
Gordons or itôs just home from the pub fry-up, I donôt know, certainly 
home cooking is on the rise and so are the fires;  

Here are some tips to keep those down: 

Donôt cook if youôve been drinking ï especially if itôs late at night, many serious house fires have been 

started by drunken, snoozing chefs! 

Try not to use your hob as an extra work surface, modern flush hobs may seem an ideal place to put 

the re-cycling caddy after youôve emptied it but they are very easily left switched on and even when off 
they can retain enough heat to start a fire. 

As above, make sure your hob is actually off! This is particularly important for gas hobs where a     

turned-down flame is almost invisible, especially in sunlight. 

Donôt get distracted, youôd be amazed how many unnecessary fires we attend where people have     

allowed a pan to boil dry and then catch fire whilst they are on the phone or have even left the house!    
Consider using a simple kitchen timer to remind you an appliance is on.
