I would like to point out a few reasons why I, and others, feel that development of this land
would be detrimental to the long term future of the village...

1. The area of land in question forms an open space beiween Marldon and the urban
sprawl of Torbay. It is regularly used by people in the village for recreational
purposes such as dog walking. Planning criteria alone stipulates that any development
should not encourage social cohesion. This would be just one more step towards
Matldon becoming swallowed up within Torbay. If this happens Mardlon will cease
to exist as a scparate village, therefore I feel it is important to keep this open space
between the two authorities,

2. The site is essentially a green field site with a rich content of vegetation and wildlife.
It forms both a visual barrier and sound barrier from the busy ring road close by. [ am
led to belicve that the ring road was diverted from its original route precisely as a
result of the possible environmental impact on the village. I also believe that the
abundance of vegetation and trees contribute to “soaking up” carbon emissions from
the heavy traffic passing by. I would also question the long term health implications
of living so close to such a busy road. I believe that South Hams Council have been
made aware of the possible availability of some brown field sites, these should surely
be investigated before ripping up a green field site.

3. The low lying part of this area forms a natural rain water runoff for Vicarage Road
and, I belicve, the ring road. I am concerned about the possibility of flooding in the
road outside my house. There is a drain into the field opposite my driveway. When
this drain blocks there is already a considerable and dangerous amount of standing
water in the road during heavy rain.

4. Marldon has had more development in the past 10 years than any other village in the
South Hams and really does not need any more.

5. The village is basically used as a “rat run” during rush hours by people travelling
from Totnes to Torbay via the ring road and from Newton Abbot, via Compton. Any
increase in traffic as a result of this development would very detrimental both
environmentally and socially.

6. The village school is over subscribed as it is and cannot accommodate any more
pupils that may come from any further development, without expansion.

These ate just a few of the reasons why I feel that this land should be left undeveloped. I am
sure others may have other reasons.

Marldon is a small rural village on the edge of the South Hams, which cannot support any
further development for the reasons outlined above. I urge the council to reconsider any
further development of this, and any other land, that will adversely affect the long term future
of the village.
