6.153 is unsound hecause an appropnate streetfrontage cannot be p_rowded on the Paignton Road as this
would involve removing protected hedgerows, destroying the rural character of the parish and exacerbating high
traffic levels on narrow lanes leading out of the village and into the centre of the village. There is no footpath access
_ to the village centre, The footpath cannot extend into the centre of the village, as the originai narrow roads through
the conservation drea cannot be widened to accommodate a new footpath.  Therefore, access to facilities in the
centre of the village will involve driving for the maJonty and this development will increase trafﬁc within the
conservatlon area of the v1llage . :

Section 6 “Your representation”.

The AONB office acknowledges the need for well-located housing and community facilities to foster the social and
economic wellbeing of the area; and recognizes the real challenges faced by the Planning Authority in identifying
sites which are both suitable and available.

In this case, it is observed that the proposed site is [ocated on a prominent and elevated open field on the village
edge, at the junction with the open countryside of rolling hilly farmland. It is conspicuous on the main approach to
the settlement, in particular because there is a prominent knoll on the south-eastern corner. Development here
on this elevated part, and of the scale and density indicated, is likely to have a significant and harmful effect on
the village edge and its relation with the adjoining landscape setting.

The supporting text refers to the need for landscaping by way of mitigation; however, it is hard to see that this
| would overcome the disadvantages of the topography of the elevated south-eastern part of the proposed site
where building would be seen as skyline development.

The proposal - in selecting the entirety of this field for development - appears inconsistent with national policy
for AONBs (PPS7, para 21) because insufficient weight appears to have been given to the conservation and
enhancement of the nationally protected landscape.

The proposal - in selecting the entirety of this field for development - appears to be in conflict with the draft
Regional Spatial Strategy policy ENV3 and the saved Devon Structure Plan policy CO3 which advocate that
in Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty the conservation and enhancement of their natural beauty will be given
priority over other considerations.

The proposal appears to be in conflict with the Council’s Development Policies DPD, policies DP1 (High
Quality Design, especially DP1 para 1a about enhancing local character), DP2 (Landscape Character, especially
DP2 para 1, 1b, 1d about conserving and enhancing landscape character and avoiding unsympathetic intrusion
into the wider landscape and skylines).

The proposal as it stands appears not to be justified because insufficient consideration appears to have been
given to specifying the most suitable extent of the site to avoid causing unacceptable harm to the surrounding

(‘ R landscape.
