I'suspect that this number is dictated by optlons with develepers rather than
sustainability assessments. The infrastructure in and to Stoke Gabriel is poor with an infrequent bus service
to Paignton, and a weekly service (prwate) fo Totnes, a lack of pavements. and no main roads to what is
effectively a oul de—sac of a village.

I am writing this letter in response to the proposed three sites.for
Stoke Gabriel in South Hams rural development plan, In the 21 century,
when we are starting to realise the delicate ccological balance we live in
within our environment, this appears to be in total disregard of that and is
nothing more than a wanton destruction of the environment with long lasting
jmplications on a massive scale, for short term {inancial gain for a few!

Why here? There is next to no employment in the village, fishing,
farming etc are all in a very steep decline and there is no industry. So
looking at the impact directly:-
The destruction of carbon locking vegetation, the destruction of hedge rows
and the building of the houses and roads, short term employment for the
builders, unlikely to come from the village, so they will have to travel to the
site, not that environmentally sensitive! Driving for miles, by many down
natrow lanes to get to the sites and that’s just the workers to build them, let
alone the massive amounts of materials to be dragged oul here. Now they are
built, who lives in them? Anyonc who has a mortgage will be required to .
work to pay for it, as mentioned above there is no employment here, so they
will have to travel to work, that’s the first car, the second car is required for
the partner, as there are little in the way of local scrvices, doctars none,
shaps one, secondary schools none, dentists none, bus scrvices eight till six,
five days a week, library none etc. The consequence is 280 cars now being
used daily! That's tons of Co2, not to mention the narrow lanes to get here;
yes we could cure that issue, by ripping up the hedge rows and making the
road wider! Another environmentally sensitive projcct!

There is also the additional rain water run off by building the new
houses, their roofs and driveways adding fo the already over full, Victorian
drainage, Please ensure they ask Devon highways about the continuing issue
with flooding on the corner of Flood Street and Paignton road, most are at
capacity. _

Rural building is not required in the village with over eighty holiday
homes in the village to date. These houses should be released for people to
live in.

Why not build the houses in the centre of Paignton; the heart of the town is
now ripped out. Crossway and Palace Avenue are prime sites for re-
development. These are close Lo all the services we don’l have out here, so
that number of 280 cars would not be required. They would be close to, or
next to all that’s required, shops, libraries, Doctors, Hospital, Bus station,
Rail link and employment opportunitics, They would be building on a brown
field site with very low environmental impact.

I do implore you to take on board the points [ have raised { am not a
professional in the field of the environment and feel certain I have missed
other important points as well. But I am convinced that build on the outskirts
of Stokc Gabricl is the wrong decision when looking at the bigger picture;
