The whole of Stoke Gabriel is isolated from key services and facilities with poor public transport for
access to jobs, shopplng, lelsure facllities or hospital and emergency services, The roads are too long,
narrow and dangerous to access thern by cycling or walking; there are no walkways or cycle routes.
The road network both within the villaga and leading to it are narrow and congested and cannot
sustain the additional traffic that wouild be generated by any large development. '

There is no regular bus service to Totnes exceot a small private service on a Friday which is usually
fuil. The service to Paignton is infrequent and overloaded particularly in the tourlst season. The 3 mile
journey time from Palgnton can be 55 mins. Onward connections are difficuit so 3 buses would be
necessary to reach Torbay hospital. This 1s not a service which could be used to jjouney to work either
in Torbay or Totnes. Desplte this Local transport on the sustalnabllity Matrix gets a green rating,
