Summary of Progress

	
1] DPD: Consultation process is now in full swing! The Town Council organised a meeting at the Civic hall where over 100 members of the community attended.
     The Community and the Town Council expect to put in a joint response.
     BUT – is it all in vain! Govt. indications are that they will end the RSS quotas. What is the position of SHDC in response to this? 
2] Business: Still very concerned that the economy is shaking and according to the C of C overall income is down and therefore anything which affects the operation of the businesses is looked at very carefully. 
3] Traffic and Parking: Opposition to the proposed traffic diversion by DCC Highways within the Town. 
     The “unintended consequences” of the affect of introducing residential parking are affecting shops and B&B businesses, as well as displacement parking issues with residents across the Town.
4] Open Space: The play development/reinvestment of the play areas in the town were reviewed and it was agreed to invest in the Bridgetown play spaces rather than Borough park due to the encroachment onto sports pitches. 


	
Current / Shared Issues

	
1] DECC: Transition Streets LCC bid: The Transition Streets project has started and houses being adapted as well as planning permission for the Civic hall hopefully to be passed in the next couple of weeks. [The team are presenting an outline and update of the project and progress].
2] Traffic:  The exhibitions by DCC-Highways in the Civic hall took place but have not produced a coherent and agreed way forward. The proposal presented to the Town has caused a tremendous amount of “debate!” and problems have arisen. The assumption that there is only one solution and it is the one we propose, no matter what the consequences is not a way to engage the Town and the community both in parking and traffic management. 
3] Burke and Wills Commemoration: Civic event arranged to commemorate the anniversary is nearly finalised. Educational and Community involvement is underway.
4] Developments in the Town: The TC and Community representatives have been engaged with the developers of Baltic Wharf and have produced a series of proposals which will hopefully underpin the development of the Wharf. 
5] Devolved Services: Totnes and the Towns are being asked to take part in a working group by SHDC to review the options available and the implications for the Towns themselves.
