1 believe the DPD is unsound with regards to its proposals for development in BLACKAWTON on
grounds of it being unjustified. One of the main factors in selecting Blackawton for new housing was

- its successful Primary School. This was taken as evidence of a need for housing for the young people
currently, and.in future, attendlng that school. However, the school is now at full capacity, in what were.-
described in its 2002 OFSTED repoit as "cramped conditions”. At the public meeting of 25 May 2010,

. the County Councellor for Blackawton confi_rmed that there is no funding to address those cramped

condtions. He also stated that there was no likelihood of funding being found for this in the foreseeable
future. That this came before announcements in the recent Emergency Budget on reducing public
spending would seem to reinforce evidence that there will be no signficant money for school works in -
Blackawton during the duration of the DPD. With approximately 60 new houses proposed for Blackawton
in the DPD, it is inevitable that the-number of familes with children would increase. Workingona

~ conservative assumption of half of the new houses having no more than 2 children each, that would
bring 30 more children to.the village at any-one time. Refurbishment of the existing site, given its
shortcornings, would not be enough to accommodate anywhere near this uplift. A-new build school,
for which_land at the Town Farm cottages site is proposed, would be required. But as noted at the

" public meeting, there is not even any money to address shortcomings with the present site and buildings,
let alone the new build that would be required were 60 additional houses to built in the village. The -

~ DPD proposal for Blackawton is therefore unsound on this basis. The proposal for 50 of the 60 houses

- to be built on a single site at Town. Farm is also. unsound. Blackawton has developed, over many
centuries, -as a linear settlement. In recent times it has accommodated new housing, in batches of no
more than 10 (Cheavestone Lea, Harris Cottages, The Grove, Higher Islénd, Church Quillet, Town
Farm Cottages), on an incremental basis, in-each case these developements have followed the linear

" character of the village, with residents becoming fully integarted as members of the community. The
DPD proposal for 9 more houses at Cheavestone Lea would be in keeping with this history of successful
developments. However, the proposals for 50 houses at the current Town Farm site, away fromthe
linear plan of the village, is not. Existing houses and roads-mean that this latter developement would
be separate from the rest of the village, with a significant risk that residents would not assimilate with

- the existing oommunlty Furthermore, as advised by the SHDG District Councellor for Blackawton at
the public meeting, the Highways Agency expects an additional 5. vehicle movements for every new’
property in any housing developement. For 60 houses this equates to 300 additional vehilce movements.
The main route from the village fo the road between Dartmouth and Totnes is, for much of its length,

© asingle carriageway. It is also the only route to the nearest bus stop forany residents needing to use

~ public transport, but does not have a: footpath. Given the public spednign constraints noted above, it
seems highly unlikely that any funding would be available to rectify this. The increase in traffic arising
from the 80 house proposal, which would in all likelihood bring its own increase in the demand for
public transport, would therefore pose an unacceptable increase in.the risk to pedestrians seekmg to
access that public transport

Development of the 9 houses proposed for Cheavestone Lea identified in the DPD is sound. Whilst
funding is still needed to address the shortcomings In Blackawton Primary School, as a parent of 3
* children already at the schoo! | believe it could accormmodate the additional 5 or so primary age children
that this would be expected to bring. Such a development would also be in keeping with the linear
nature of the village, making it both sustainable and a development that should put no barriers in the
way of residents entering into vullage life. The additional vehicle movements from 8 more houses would
" not bring an unacceptable increase in the risk to pedestrians accessing public transport, although there
would be some. However, the addition of a further 50 houses at the Town Farm site would be unsound.
My recommendation is, therefore, that the DPD for Blackawton is limited to the 8. houses at Cheavestone
_ Lea. Once that is complete, a new review of Parish housmg needs, aligned with wider District needs,
- should be conducted. To avoid the shortcomings of the Town Farm site proposal, this should be
constrained to one of increments of no more than 10 houses, starting W|lh sites identified in the original
DPD consultaﬂon process, that are in-keeping with the linear nature of Blackawton. '
