Harbour Charges for 2012

The Harbour Board has
restricted price increases
for annual Harbour facilities
to 2% for 2012, well below
the current rate of inflation.

Harbour Dues and Mooring
Charges for vessels visiting
from sea have been frozen
for a sixth consecutive year
and the range of discounts

introduced in 2008 will be
continued. Yacht taxi fares
will be frozen for the sev-
enth consecutive year and
charges for visitor fore-
shore moorings on have
also been frozen.

Maintenance Dredging at Kingsbridge

An extensive mainte-

nance dredging project
was completed in Feb-

ruary 2011. Areas of
the harbour which
benefited from the

maintenance dredging
included Batson Creek
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to the Fish Quay and
public slipway, the ap-
proaches to Winters
Boatyard at Lincombe
and Kingsbridge. In
total approximately
20,000 M3 of silt was
removed using the

environmentally
friendly water injection
method. It is antici-
pated that these areas
of the harbour will re-
quire dredging again
in approximately five
years.

Salcombe Town Landings

Work is now complete
on a £155,000 im-
provement to Sal-
combe Town Landing
pontoons — desighed
to give yachts and the
scores of people who

Town Landings, have
been upgraded to im-
prove functionality and
capacity. The
Whitestrand pontoon
has been moved several
metres to seaward and
joined to the existing

toon will accommodate
visiting yachts. On the
front of the pontoon visit-
ing yachts will be able to
berth for 30 minutes to
take water and visit the
shops, the back of the
pontoon will be available
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Salcombe Town Landings before the improvement work started in November 2011.

After almost two years
planning and two rounds
of consultation the Har-
bour Authority pontoons
at Whitestrand and Nor-
mandy, which together
form the Salcombe

bridge landing by a new
bridge which allows the
end pontoon to float at
all states of the tide.
From April to Septem-
ber, Whitestrand pon-
toon will now be the
commercial landing for
ferries, yacht taxis, trip
boats and hire boats.
Normandy Pontoon has
been extended to pro-
vide the new town land-
ing for all picking up and
setting down of people
to private boats. Nor-
mandy Pontoon will also
be used for short-term
berthing for boats up to
5.5m in length wanting
to land to visit Sal-
combe. The new exten-
sion to Normandy Pon-

for mooring visiting yacht
tenders when visitors
wish to walk into town
for as long as they de-
sire.

The full £155,000 for the
project has been funded
entirely by the Harbour
Authority and no costs
will fall on the South
Hams District Council.

The Normandy pontoon
extension has been re-
moved for the winter
months. It will be
brought back before next
season and will be fully
available from 1 April
2012.
