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Sreet-wise twin-bins for
recycling on the move

Innovative recycling friendly litter bins have been introduced to the

streets of the South Hams by SHDC. These groovy new twin-bins will

not only help to keep the district clean but will also save even more

waste from ending up in landfill. %

The 20 twin-bins provide people with a means to recycle while on the
move. The twin-bins are colour coded to mirror the recycling bags you use at
home - paper and card can be dropped in the white labelled bin while cans, plastic
bottles and aerosols go in the blue labelled bin.

You will find twin-bins in town centres across the district, with five for Totnes, four for
Dartmouth, three for Kingsbridge, three for Ivybridge, three for Salcombe and one each for
South Brent and Modbury.

The bins have been installed in places with a high level of pedestrian traffic ..alongside the
existing, dightly shorter and narrower litter bins. The existing litter bins won¢ become redundant
as they will continue to be used for those non-recyclable litter items that have to be sent to
landfill.

The twin-bin scheme was trialled in 2005 and proved so successful that funding was
secured from the Environment Agency to enable the twin-bins to be rolled out across the
district.

These twin-bins will now provide resdents and visitors with a means to recycle even when
they are out shopping or sight-seeing, which will help keep the digtrict clean and help preserve
our beautiful environment for generations to come.

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Ferry service
saved «ill 2008

SHDC and Devon County Council
have agreed to jointly subsidise the
Dartmouth-Kingswear passenger ferry
for another for two seasons.

The passenger ferry, run by DVR,
continues to experience decreasing
passenger numbers in the winter
months. DVR had indicated a wish to
suspend crossings after 6pm and on
Sundays during GMT.

SHDC brokered a deal with DVR in
October 2005 to save these crossings
and has, once again, pledged support
to the service for local people during
winter 06/07 and winter 07/08.
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Affordable housing on
the way for Salcombe

Work on desperately needed affordable
housing in Salcombe is underway. The
£3.85m scheme at Bonfire Hill will
provide 43 dwellings ...14 homes for rent,
19 for shared ownership and 10 for sale
on the open market ..and is being
developed by a partnership including
SHDC, Tor Homes and Ipplepen-based
Coyde Construction.

In Salcombe, over 40% of properties
are second homes - one of the highest
percentages of second home ownership in

the UK ..and this has a direct impact on
property prices.

The Bonfire Hill scheme is being
funded by the Housing Association along
with second homes council tax.

The development is due to be
completed in January 2008 and SHDC
will be using planning policy to ensure
that people with a local connection to
Salcombe or the surrounding parishes are
given priority when assessing applications
for these homes.

In the South Hams, average wage-packets are small, despite

unemployment figures being low compared to smilar areas. Improving the

average take-home wage - which is only possible through increasing
business invesment - is difficult to achieve. Thisis due to the redrictive
trangport network in the South West and the rural nature of the area,
which provides limited access to development land and business premises.
However, SHDC has a team of experienced economic development
staff to take on this challenge for local resdents and South Hams
businesses. Economic Development Officer, Michael Cozens, leads the
councils effortsin this area. He said, * These days the onus on improving

the local economy falls on us, because we are best placed to understand it

and build up good relations with the business community. However ..and
sometimes quite regrettably ..we donst hold the purse strings.

Bvery year, the economic development team pullsin thousands of
poundsto aid local economic projects, from building new business
units to securing external funding for a range of economic and
environmental projects.

The completion of three business units at Admiral Court, Dartmouth
and three more at Babbage Court, Totnes, are just two examples of where
the council has made headway. Both were built on council land, with
£350,000 of the total cost funded by SHDC and £170,000 funding
from Europe.

On completion last autumn, Babbage Court was rapidly inhabited by
three small businesses. The units at Admiral Court, Dartmouth, were only
completed in dine thisyear and the firgt tenants .. Viper Xt Boats Ltd ...
moved in during dly.

Owner of Viper Xt Boats Ltd, Michael Tucker, said «We currently
produce the 19' Viper Slhouette to compliment the Viper Challenger Rally
on Water concept boat and the unit at Admiral Court creates an ideal
opportunity to produce this prototype alongside the design office. The unit
also offers the facility to carry out fibreglass work and repairs for the local
community and visitors are welcome to come and see the process of both
the radical race Viper and the Viper Slhouette from drawing board to reality.

Meanwhile, SHDCs involvement in the Broadband4Devon
programme has to-date encouraged a £650,000 investment in businesses,
bringing 1,065 companiesin the South Hams online with Broadband.

Former Marketing Executive for Broadband4Devon, Gillian Pearce,
described South Hams businesses as «the most pro-active group in DevonZ

Support from SHDC doesn« stop with the initial set-up of a business
unit, or project; the economic development team also provides support for
South Hams businesses to help them achieve their full potential.

Secifically, thisincludes working with Enterprise South Devon and
Business Link, both of which offer advice and support to business people,
from how to go about setting up a business through to advice asa
business progresses.

SHDCs Michael Cozens said: «The low wage economy in the South
Hams will continue to be a challenge, but step-by-step, wesre making it
easier for businessto start-up and thrive here. Our focusisn+ on low-wage
agricultural business or the seasonal tourism industry .. wese going for the
knowledge-based industry, which isn< affected by the difficult
infrastructure here and can provide people in the South Hams with a
better income, all year round.Z

In ine, SHDC published the Submission Stage document of the Sherford Area Action Plan
(AAP). Thisis the final document that SHDC will produce, detailing what we would like to
see at Sherford ..the new community of 5,500 homes close to the Plymouth border.

The AAP was submitted to the Secretary of Sate on uine 30th 2006. This submission
signalled the start of six weeks of consultation, where members of the public and key
stakeholders commented on the *soundnesse of the plan. This final consultation brought us
another step closer to realising this important project, but there is still a long way to go.

We are determined that Sherford will be a flagship development - highly sustainable,
well designed, balanced and inclusive and, most importantly, delivering a large number of
affordable homes. The new community will be well linked to Plymouth by fast and
frequent public transport and will include new homes, workspaces, shops, schools, health
and leisure facilities, a large community park and much more besides. lts also hoped that
the development will have a significant positive impact on the 2,000 district households
presently on the councils waiting
list for affordable housing.

SHDC and Plymouth City
Council have been working
together to bring forward the
plan for Sherford for more than
six years and have consulted a
wide range of local community
representatives and stakeholders
through workshop and
discussion sessions.

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New business
space in Dartmouth

The latest investment in business space for the
local economy by South Hams District Council
has been finished in Dartmouth.

Admiral Court, which was completed in dine,
consists of three separate business units, of
around 800 square foot and, as South Hams
Magazine goes to print, the units are being taken
up by local businesses.

The units cost £270,000 in total, with
£162,000 from SHDC and the remaining
£108,000 from European Objective 2 funding.
From SHDCs Executive decision to build in Juine 04,
the units were completed in less than two years.

Each of the units has achieved a *Very Goode
BREEAM standard for the (Building Research
Establishment Energy Assessment), which means
the design is highly considerate of the efficient use
of resources, such as water and electricity.

Hee £££ for South Hams businesses!

Fgures collated by South Hams District Council have revealed that thousands of pounds of

Government funding is being missed by small businesses in the district.

Up to £1,100 can be available to individual small businesses for non-domestic rate relief ...

previously known as business rates.

Previous work by SHDC to highlight the saving has been taken-up by 50% of potentially eligible
businesses, which is higher than the national average. However, its reckoned that more than 1,500
more are still not making the most of money that could make a real contribution to reducing costs.

When local businesses are facing rising costs, it is vital that they apply for any business rate
relief to which they may be entitled. Business owners are being urged to contact South Hams

District Council to claim what they are entitled on 01803 861234.

Devon Regional Organiser for the Federation of Small Business, Delia Pring, said: *A business
has nothing to lose by contacting their local council. In fact they could see their non-domestic rates

bill Slashed by up to half!

*Running a small business is never easy and we would always urge bosses to take advantage of

any Government funding that is available to them.Z

Nationally, just 48% of small businesses have applied for relief with potentially around

£400million left unclaimed in England.

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The UKss first waterborne recycling and
waste management centre has been
launched on Salcombe Harbour to enable
visitors and resident users to take
responsibility for their waste.

The pontoon based recycling and waste
facility ..consigting of containers for recycling
cans & tins and paper & cardboard, and a
bin for general waste .. replaces the floating
skip, which was located off Salcombe
Harbour for many years.

To make it simple and easy to separate
their waste while on board, visiting vessels
are receiving a free pack of reusable waste
sorting bags and a clear instruction leaflet
from the Harbour Office.

A second recycling and waste
management pontoon is planned for the

visitorss pontoon in the area known as The
Bag ..a large visitors* mooring area located
further up the estuary.

The project by South Hams District
Council, partly in itsrole as Salcombe
Harbour Authority, in partnership with the
South Devon Area of Outstanding Natural
Beauty, The Green Blue ..a joint initiative
by the Royal Yachting Association and the
British Marine Federation ..and the
Environment Agency is expected to flourish
and spark similar schemes across other UK
harbours and estuaries.

The Green Blue Project Manager, Sarah
Black, said ¢ This shows what can be done
when you take an innovative approach to
waste management. We have been very
proud to be associated with this scheme.
