11:00 - 19 November 2005

Plans for a controversial development of
5,000 homes on the outskirts of Plymouth
were unveiled to the public last night. About
400 people packed into Staddiscombe
Community Centre to examine detailed plans
for the proposed Sherford new town.

There was then an opportunity for the public
to quiz the design team and other agencies
behind the proposal in a meeting at
Plymstock School.

Ben Bolgar, director of design at the Prince's
Foundation which has spearheaded the
Sherford development design process since
April this year, told the meeting: "This could
be quite a special place. We have a whole
group of amenities that we believe will make
this a thriving place and keep people happy
in their daily lives."

The Sherford plans show a development
containing a vibrant high street with shops,
pubs and restaurants. The proposals also

consist of a secondary school, three primary

schools, extensive sports facilities and a
park-and-ride scheme for people travelling

Many people spoke at the meeting to voice
their concerns over problems such as
increased traffic congestion, sewerage
