Whitestrand and Normandy to-
gether form the water gateway
to Salcombe, whether one ar-
rives by yacht, ferry or small
boat. But they perform many
other functions as well.

The Harbour Board’s original
proposal within the Strategic
Business Plan covering the five
year period from 2007 to 2011,
was to replace the Whitestrand
end pontoon in 2008/09 and the

Normandy Pontoons in 2009/10.

This plan was amended and
these projects delayed to ac-
commodate the more urgent re-
quirement to replace the deep
water Visitors’ Pontoon and the

Batson Pontoons.

In order to understand all of the
factors affecting the Whitestrand
and Normandy pontoons, the
Harbour Board intends to engage
in an extensive consultation, ini-
tially with the Harbour Commu-
nity Forums, then with the gen-
eral public, to develop a solution
for implementation during the
winter of financial year 2011/12.
Getting this right will affect the
next generation of boaters in Sal-
combe so, if you have any ideas
you would like the Board to con-
sider, they would be delighted to
hear them.

Changes to Harbour Charges for 2010

The Harbour Board has
restricted price increases for
most Harbour facilities to
2% for 2010.

been reduced to £10.
Yacht taxi fares have been
frozen for the fifth consecu-

£0.50 has been introduced
for accompanied children
under 16 years-of-age, to
any of the normal taxi desti-
nations.

from sea have been frozen
for a fourth consecutive
year and the range of dis-
counts introduced in 2008
will be continued.

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New Slipway Signs

Salcombe Harbour Authority has
adopted the RNLI format for the new
slipway signs at Kingsbridge and Bat-
son.

The new format signs carry the
RNLI's standard five points to remem-
ber to stay safe at sea in addition to
specific safety messages for each slip-
way. The map enables the safety in-
formation to be displayed in a format
which is easily understandable.

Slipways can be extremely dangerous
places if users do not follow the simple
guidelines.

With moorings within Salcombe Harbour
being a finite resource and in such great
demand, the Harbour Board has confirmed
its policy that moorings should be allocated
to local people, defined as South Hams
Council tax payers.

It follows that, as moorings are re-allocated
